Booklists and Awards

Caldecott Medal
The Caldecott Medal was named in honor of nineteenth-century English illustrator Randolph Caldecott.  It is awarded annually to the artist of the most distinguished American picture book for children.
Geisel Award
The Geisel Award is given annually to the author(s) and illustrator(s) of the most distinguished American book for beginning readers published in English in the United States during the preceding year. 
Newbery Medal
The oldest children’s book award in the world, the Newbery Medal is awarded annually by the American Library Association for the “most distinguished” American children’s book published during the previous year.
Nutmeg Award

Chosen by Connecticut’s children, The Nutmeg Book Award encourages children in grades 4-8 to read quality literature and to choose their favorite book from a list of ten nominated titles. The Nutmeg Committee is comprised of children's librarians and school library media specialists.  Student representatives are also present on each selection committee.
