Interviews for RFP – Town Hall Community Rooms and Chester Elementary School Parks and Recreation Storage.

Ed Meehan provided an overview of the RFP process. The RFP was publically noticed in the Hartford Courant August 1, 2012, with a submittal date for August 28, 2012. Thirteen architectural firms submitted proposals. All proposals were shared with the Board of Selectmen and at its September 4, 2012 meeting, the Selectmen agreed to short list for interviews of three (3) firms.

At tonight’s Special Meeting the firms will be requested to make a 15 minute presentation of their experience specifically for similar municipal projects, describe the staffing capabilities or subcontractor services necessary for these two projects, address their commitment to the compressed project timeline and proposed fees.
The three firms interviewed were:

· Silver/Petrucelli & Associates
Represented by Bill Silver

· Jacunski Humes Architects
Represented by Brian Humes

· Ames & Whitaker Architects
Represented by Stephen Whitaker

Following the interviews the Board of Selectmen unanimously agreed to move forward with Jacunski Humes Architects. This firm demonstrated strong municipal design and construction management experience; an all inclusive lump sum fee for Phase I schematic plans and cost estimate and Phase II negotiable fee based on percent of construction costs; and a persuasive commitment to achieve the December project timeline.
