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Special Meeting Minutes
Wednesday, May 6, 2015


1.	Call to Order:  First Selectman Meehan called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm. In attendance included First Selectman Ed Meehan, Selectman Sypher and Selectman Englert.
2.	Approval of Minutes:  Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the minutes from the April 23, 2015 BOS Special Meeting. Tom Englert seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. 
3.	Audience of Citizens:  None.
4.	New Business:
A. Historic Documents Grant Authorization – motion made by Larry Sypher and seconded by Tom Englert.  RESOLVED: That Edmund J. Meehan, First Selectman, is empowered to execute and deliver in the name and on behalf of this municipality a contract with the Connecticut State Library for a Historic Documents Preservation Grant. The motion passed unanimously.
B. Discussion of Updating Public Health Related Fees – Selectmen agreed to revise the health fee charges for well permits, septic systems permits, food licenses and inspections based on the survey of area town fees conducted by Lee Vito, Sanitarian. First Selectman Meehan stated the Town Ordinances permit the Board of Selectmen to periodically adjust food license fees. Prior to adopting revised fees the ordinance should be amended to reference the correct State Department of Health’s food service classifications. This can be an item for the May 28th Town Meeting Call.
5.	Old Business:
	A. Proposed Town Ordinances:
		1. Withholding municipal payments to vendors when their taxes are delinquent.
		2. Revocation of health permits when restaurants are delinquent in tax payments.
First Selectman Meehan will draft an ordinance for withholding payments to vendors when their taxes are delinquent based on the Guilford example provided by the Tax Collector. This draft ordinance will be referred to the Town Attorney as part of the May 28th Town Meeting Call. The possible ordinance related to withholding health permits and licenses needs further research to determine if this statute might also be used when WPCA fees are delinquent.
B. DRAFT 2015 VSAP Program Amendments:  First Selectman Meehan reported that this DRAFT (dated 4-8-15) has been sent to the chairman of the Retirement Board for his information. This DRAFT is still a “work in progress” by the Hose Company and further review will be necessary by the Board of Fire Commissioners.
C. Main Street Reconstruction Project Phase I Authorization to Contract with Quality Associates, Inc. East Haven: First Selectman Meehan provided a brief summary of the reasons why the apparent lowest bidder, Centerplan Construction, Inc. was determined to be non-responsive and therefore disqualified. Mr. Meehan further explained that the second lowest bidder, Quality Associates, Inc., submittal has been reviewed by the project engineer, Stadia Engineering, who found all documentation acceptable. Quality Associates bid is $44,046 higher than Centerplan’s bid and will reduce the project’s construction contingency to about 4%.
Larry Sypher moved the following motion:
Whereas, the BOS authorized the First Selectman to contract with Centerplan Construction, LLC, April 23, 2015, for the Reconstruction of Main Street, Phase I contingent upon the authorization of ConnDOT to award this contract, and
Whereas, ConnDOT notified the Town on April 28, 2015, that Centerplan Construction’s bid submittal was non-responsive due to their failure to incorporate the required Bid Addendum issued by Stadia Engineering Associates, the Town’s consultant, and
Whereas, the BOS, upon the recommendation of Stadia Engineering Associates, chooses to award the contract to the 2nd qualified low bidder,
Now, therefore, the BOS authorized Edmund J. Meehan, First Selectman, to sign the contract with Quality Associates, Inc. East Haven, CT for the bid amount of $857,622.90 contingent upon the authorization of ConnDOT to award this contract.
Tom Englert seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
Main Street Project Phase I Contingency Allowance – Request for Additional CIP Funding: Larry Sypher moved the following motion:
Request from the BOS to the BOF to approve and recommend to Town Meeting the additional appropriation of $48,600 from the Capital Fund – Main Street Account 20-00-31-0000-046 for the reconstruction of Main Street from the intersection of Maple Street to School Lane. This additional allocation is necessary to provide a 10% contingency for the construction budget. 
Tom Englert seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.
D. Main Street Bridge Project Status – First Selectman Meehan reported that ConnDOT notified him that the Main Street Bridge Replacement contract has been awarded to Arborio Corporation. Through the Town’s Engineer, Jacobson Associates, utility plans for replacement of the WPCA system under the bridge and connections to adjacent buildings has been submitted to ConnDOT.
6.	Selectmen’s Reports
First Selectman Meehan reported that the recent 3rd Annual Pattaconk 1850 Music Fest, held May 1, 2 and 3, caused several noise complaints from nearby residential property owners. He suggested the Board review prior discussions of the pros and cons of adopting a noise ordinance.
