CALL TO ORDER
The meeting was called to order by First Selectman Meehan at 7:00 p.m.  In attendance included:  Selectman Sypher and Selectman Englert.

Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the meeting minutes from the 6/18/13 meeting as corrected.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

C-Pace Program – 
· Clean Energy Finance Investment Authority (CEFIA) – Town of Chester Participation and Town Meeting Draft Resolution

Draft resolutions for the Call to a Town Meeting were included in the BOS packet.  This document was reviewed by the Town Attorney.

Ed Meehan reported that a contract will be signed with CEFIA.  The Town will become the conduit for the collection of the loan payment from any business in town participating in the program.  

The Main Street Master Plan, if approved, provides a long range guide to provide economic development in the Town Center and allows the town to apply for grants.  The Main Street investment fund requires legislative body approval.  STEAP grants do not require legislative body approval but approval of a contract requires a Town Meeting.

Tom Englert clarified that a “no” vote on the Main Street Project does not stop the project just the Town’s ability to pursue grants.

Ed Meehan updated the Board on the finances of the Town Hall Renovations and Park & Rec Projects.  Not all of the retainage has been released to the contractor.  The Park and Rec. shed is to be delivered next week.  Upon completion of the projects, the Town will expend approximately $167,000 of the $193,000 allocated.  Suggested uses for remaining funds include:

· Shelving for the shed

· Town hall door to be planed to avoid sticking

· Re-keying 

· Connector for projector

· Wall jack adjustments for EOC radios

· Kitchen flooring

· Outside lighting upgrade

· Emergency warning system (sprinkler issues)

· Shutters

Ed Meehan reported on recent and future landscaping projects at the Town Hall.

SELECTMEN’S REPORTS
Ed Meehan reported that the EDC website includes a narrative on starting a business in Chester and a link to the business directory.

A letter from Connecticut Water regarding rate reduction was included in the BOS packet and discussed.

The Selectman identified a nominee for the Valley Courier (Shore Publishing) Beacon Award.

Larry Sypher reported that the Draft RFQ for IT is completed.
