Call to Order
The Special Meeting of the Board of Selectmen was called to order at 9:05 pm. In attendance were First Selectman Meehan, Selectmen Englert and Sypher.

Receive and Act on Main Street Project Committee Recommendation for Main Street Bridge Project Curb Line Width
Selectman Meehan noted that the Chester Main Street Project Committee held a public information meeting October 23, 2012 to present concept designs for proposed streetscape improvements within the area of State Project No. 26-120. The Chester Board of Selectmen attended this meeting and benefitted from the public’s questions and comments.

Following the informational meeting the Main Street Project Committee met and voted to recommend to the Board of Selectmen a curb line width design at the bridge of 43 feet, two travel lanes at 13’6” and parallel parking on both sides at 8 feet.
Mr. Sypher moved to accept and approve the 43 foot curb to curb width for the Main Street Bridge and forward this recommendation to the Department of Transportation before November 1, 2012. Seconded by Mr. Englert and unanimously approved.

Mr. Meehan noted that this recommendation is limited to only the curb width and further design options for sidewalks will be prepared by the Main Street Project Committee working with the Department of Transportation project consultant.
