Old Business:  

          1. E- Team Report (Pat): 50kw target has been reached. Aegis will award Town with 1kw PV panel, which will be included to the Elementary School system. A discussion followed regarding the possibility of designing another Town Energy Program which is intended to continue and enhance the Public interest surrounding energy conservation, solar energy and the concept of "Sustainability".

          2. A way to provide the Community with information on the business of the Commission was identified as an action item for this year. Future discussions will begin to clarify what  medium is best to distribute, and what subjects will be featured.

New Business:  Emory Gluck, who is with the State Forestry Department, described a problem occurring on Cedar Swamp Road which is contaminating the wetlands in a section due to "overflow" during wet or seasonal periods. Several (3) large pools of standing water were reported to be the source. Emory described the repair method for this particular section, and said that the State had the funds for the improvement. He asked for an endorsement from the Conservation Commission to the First Selectman for the repair. The Commission voted unanimously to approve the measure as presented by Mr. Gluck. (Motion: Rick, Second: Peggy). Because the road is susceptible to hazardous conditions on a year round basis, especially for motor vehicles, the Commission suggests that the Town place warning signs at both ends of Cedar Swamp Road.
