Report: 
1. Pat reminded the Commission that the Solar Challange Program has officially ended. Several Applications are pending and remain active with Aegis Solar.

2. The PV panel slated for the Elementary School installation will find a new home on the Town Hall building if all the conditions are favorable. This alteration

is being investigated because of an enhanced benefit and value expanding the solar energy model to another Municipal Building.

Old Business:


1. Ell Ladder:  Steve Gephard supports the Project, and location, and has volunteered to install the ell ladder once constructed, which will require an estimated $100.

Funding sources will be explored further and the Commission has agreed to supply the labor for the ladder construction. Final approval from the adjacent property owner is pending. 

2. PCOD Language Revision Proposal:
1.
