CALL TO ORDER
First Selectman Meehan called the meeting to order at 7:09 p.m.  In attendance included First Selectman Meehan, Selectman Sypher and Selectman Englert.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 1, 2015 BOS meeting. Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Note:  Pelton Hill is the proper name of the road referenced.

AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS  - None.

NEW BUSINESS

Chester Historical Society – Request for relocation of Main Street Water Trough to Chester Museum at the Mill
This Historical Society is requesting that the trough be relocated until the Main Street Bridge Project is completed.  The intent is to keep the trough safe and on public view during renovation and to return the item to the center upon the request of the Town.
Ed Meehan reported that moving the trough for the duration of the project is prudent and great care will be taken during the move; however, the condition of the trough cannot be guaranteed.  

Tom Englert made a motion approve the request of the Historical Society for the interim relocation of the trough to The Mill. Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Review of Capital Improvement Plan Project Status

Ed Meehan distributed a copy of the Capital Plan as approved at the Town Meeting in May.

· Computer CIP - $42,000 approved – $28,524 - committed to CT Computer/Hewlett Packert  $14,068 approved for release during the fiscal year

· Public Works Equipment – vehicles (2 dump trucks, 1998 pick-up) – the suggestion was made to adjust the schedule so that two large trucks are not due for replacement at the same time.  Ed will discuss with the BOF.

· Main Street Project - $448,888 – tonight’s approval $48,600 - $148,600 committed to Main Street East Project 
· Roads/Sidewalks - $538,738 – of that, Town Meeting has approved $348,732 to be released on projects (Pratt Street, Hoop Hill Road, School Lane to Middlesex Ave.)

· Fire House Roof – project out to bid - $99,000 in the account – work was completed for approx. $60,000.

· Town Building Repairs - $71,000 available - $50,000 released – potential projects include new roof for 20 Water Street, Energy measures in attic, generators, welder
· Police Radios - $1,835 balance

· HVAC – CES – work has been bid – expected to cost $27,000
· CES – Security Safety Measures (cameras and fencing) – work is on-going – will keep funds in the account ($6,934 grant match).

It is expected that some projects will realize a funding surplus.  
Butter Jones and Cross Road – Discussion of “No Thru Trucks” posting, BOS acting as Local Traffic Authority Request to Office of the State Traffic Administration
Several residents expressed concern regarding trucks on Butter Jones Road being “hung up” at the Cross Road/Winthrop Road intersection.  They have requested that a “No Thru Trucks” sign be posted.
The BOS, as the local traffic authority, does not have the authority to post sign as requested.  A copy of the State Traffic Commission’s protocol was included in the BOS packet.  This protocol includes the State conducting a study on the area.  It was reported that GPS systems direct truckers to use in appropriate route.

Larry Sypher made a motion that the BOS, as the local traffic authority, send an application to the State Traffic Commission with the regard to a “No Thru Trucks” sign at Butter Jones Road and Cross Road.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

Main Street Reconstruction Project Status- Phase I
Ed Meehan reported:

· Paving and sidewalks are completed.

· The majority of concrete driveways are installed
· Laurel Hill Cemetery – drainage and electrical conduit is installed

· Lights are installed (not energized)

· Stone wall – completed
Next Steps:

· Landscaping – backfill and grading

· Paving

· Anticipated Completion – Second week in October

Main Street Bridge Project
Ed Meehan reported that test piles will be conducted at the orange “mark outs”.  Frontier has not yet provided a schedule for the wire transfers.  Ed is working with the Merchant’s Association and the DOT on a Supplemental Traffic Management Plan to include additional signage, electronic and print media, and parking.
SELECTMEN’S REPORTS
Ed Meehan reported:
· Exit 6 signage – both new signs are completed and installed – Ed is in discussion with the insurance company regarding the replacement cost of the sign.

· Encroachment permits have been received from DOT for Pratt Street and 154

· Painting is being completed at the Meeting House

· Waiting for CIRMA check for CES flooding

· $50,000 LOCIP check received

· NQP/Library Concept Plans – Ed will forward to the Selectmen

· Eagle Scout Project – Flagpole and Monument at Cedar Lake

· Registrar Candidates – will be placed on the next agenda
