CALL TO ORDER
First Selectwoman Gister called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.  In attendance included First Selectwoman Gister, Selectwoman Janecek and Selectwoman Linn.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Charlene Janecek made a motion to approve the minutes from the December 23, 2015 BOS meeting, as amended. Carolyn Linn seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Page 3 – Note that Library Committee is not yet ready to make a presentation to the Town.

NEW BUSINESS

Appointments to Boards/Commissions
Carolyn Linn made a motion to re-appoint Felise Cressman to the EDC with a term expire 11/1/19.  Charlene Janecek seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Charlene Janecek made a motion to appoint Rick Schriever to the Citation Review Board with a term to expire 11/21/19.  Carolyn Linn seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Eagle Scout Project
Jacob Gollier, Troop 13, was present to discuss a proposed Eagle Scout project.  Jacob’s project is to work at Cedar Lake to include raking and edging the gravel closer to the shed and fences, sanding and painting railings, construction of a tether ball court, replace/repair table in the lifeguard area, construction of 2 concrete ramps from the shed to accommodate wheelbarrows/dollies, and general clean up in the area.  Jacob had cost estimates available and will solicit donations for the completion of his project.

The project will be supervised by adults and must be completed by Jacob’s 18th birthday in June.  

The BOS supported Jacob’s project and thanked him for his presentation.
Municipal Streetlight Briefing
Members of Chester’s E-Team were present to update the BOS on municipal LED streetlighting, including current and projected costs, rate schedules and maintenance fees.  Chester’s current streetlights are in need of replacement.

The BOS discussed the possibility of adding town-wide WIFI capabilities in the future and additional Smart Technologies.

The E-Team distributed information to the BOS.  The Committee constantly tracks and updates energy efficiency throughout the town.  Two major projects are streetlights and the elementary school audit.  Options/estimates for streetlights (provided by CCM) were included in the information distributed to the BOS.  The BOS discussed same.

Discuss Replacement Timing for Public Works Vehicles
The CIP budget includes the replacement of several public works vehicles at the same time in 3 years.  It is recommended that this purchase be split.  Currently $128,000 is available for truck replacement.  Additional funds will be available in 3 years.  Information on the truck was distributed to the BOS.  John Divis recommends beginning the process to replace the dump truck (town meeting, bid process etc.).

Charlene Janecek seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Charlene Janecek made a motion to schedule a Town Meeting on 1/27/16.  Carolyn Linn seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Permission to Sign Release for Use of Photos of Town Buildings
A book is being published to include photos of town buildings.  Permission to use photos of town buildings was discussed.

Charlene Janecek made a motion to approve the use of photos of town buildings.  Carolyn Linn seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
