CALL TO ORDER
First Selectman Meehan called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  In attendance included First Selectman Meehan, Selectman Sypher and Selectman Englert.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 19, 2014 BOS meeting. Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the minutes from the September 16, 2014 BOS meeting. Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS  - None.

NEW BUSINESS

STEAP Grant Awards for Main Street Project March 2014 $450,000 and April 2014 $333,088 – Schedule for Town Meeting Acceptance
Two STEAP Grants have been awarded to the Town of Chester.  A Town Meeting is required to accept these grant awards.  

FY14-15 Schedule of Capital Improvement Projects for BOF and Town Meeting Authorization:  Police Mobile Radio, Chester Elementary School Security System, Main Street East Phase I
In order to release funds for the Capital Improvement Projects, the BOS recommends the appropriation to the BOF; the BOF then recommends the appropriations at Town Meeting.  Items for consideration include:  $10,000 Police Mobile Radios, CES security system and Main Street East Phase I.  There is currently $375,000 in the Main Street account.  Cost estimates will be provided at the next Main Street Committee meeting.
Region 4 received Homeland Security Grant funding for the schools.  Ed is discussing funding options vis a vis the remaining funds in the recent roof project with school Administration.  The roofing project is complete.
Larry Sypher made a motion to refer Police Mobile Radios, CES security system and Main Street East Phase I projects to the BOF for review at their 10/16/14 BOF meeting.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

The BOS referred the Main Street Project to P&Z for review at their 11/13/14 meeting.  

2014 Homeland Security Grant Authorization
A copy of the Authorizing Resolution for Chester’s participation in the Region II Homeland Security Program was included in the BOS packet.
“Chester may enter into with and deliver to the State of Connecticut Division of Emergency Management and Homeland Security, Department of Emergency Services and Public Protection any and all documents which it deems to be necessary or appropriate; and

Ed Meehan, First Selectman, is authorized and directed to execute and deliver any and all documents on behalf of the Town of Chester and to do and perform all acts and things which he deems to be necessary or appropriate to carry out the terms of such documents, including, but not limited to, executing and delivering all agreements and documents contemplated by such documents.”

Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the Authorizing Resolution as presented.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS

Main Street East Phase I Project Status Report
The plans are at the 70% completion phase.  Cost estimates will be presented at the October 14, 2014 meeting.  Once estimates are received, property owners will be notified as to what temporary construction rights/access are required to remove vegetation, grade and re-plant and restore.  The most impacted area will be the culvert replacement area.  The landscape architect has developed plot plans to be presented to property owners.  Grading options will be discussed with the Style Above shop owner.

The relocation of two utility poles is necessary.

The traffic management during culvert removal was discussed.  DEEP has environmental requirements that call for work to be completed between June 1 and July 31.  

Main Street Bridge Project
ConDOT has completed the 90% level.  Four new lights will be installed in the project area replicating the existing lights.  These lights will adhere to the Dark Sky Requirements.  ConDOT would like an agreement with the Town stating that the Town will maintain the lights and pay for electricity.  The Town may also be responsible for snow removal at the crosswalk.
A Stakeholders Meeting is scheduled on November 12, 2014.
SELECTMEN’S REPORTS
Ed Meehan reported:
· Snack Shack – vendor had a good year and may be interested in using the facility next year.  Close out procedures in process.  A walk-through will be scheduled.  

· Pelletier Park – Community Center funds were used to loam and seed the park area.  

· Public Works completed sidewalk section on West Main Street.  Curbing is being back filled.

· Generator quotes are being obtained for the Town Garage.

· Costs for underground oil tank removal at Meetinghouse are being solicited.  An above ground, double wall tank is being researched for the Goose Hill Road side of the building.

· Server work has been completed.

· October 1 enrollment at elementary school – 219, five more than anticipated
