Old Business

1.. E- Team Report
a. Streetlight purchase -- E-Team has recommended that the town purchase the lights.  We await updated book value from Eversource.  Sandy has prepared a draft RFP for the eventual conversion.

b. Sandy is pursuing buying electricity through CCM.

c. Team will evaluate running a second solar campaign now that leasing is an option.

2.    Cedar Lake 
a. Rick has the name of the professor at Springfield College who has reportedly been conducting an ongoing study of Cedar Lake for many years.  Rick will continue to try to get in touch with him.   

b. Sandy is awaiting information from  Geoff Jacobson on a sewer drainage map of Cedar Lake Terrace.  

c. Chester citizen Tom Belsford had inquired whether the town had plans regarding weed growth in the lake.  At present, there are no plans.

3.  Eel Ladder  

a.  Pat and Sandy had met with Tim Wilde (DEEP) and reviewed various designs.  Photos of these were reviewed.

b. Sandy will ask Tim to visit Chester and walk Great brook with members of the CCC to determine possible locations for an eel ladder.  

c. The CCC approved a MOTION to allocate $500 from the Commission’s budget to purchase materials for this project.  

4. Phragmites eradication

a.  Nothing new.

b.   Sandy will talk to Dick Harald (Chester Land Trust) to see if there are any other issues to be addressed.

5.  POCD review  

a.  The CCC held a brief review of items in the Sustainability portion (Chapter 8) of the town’s Plan of Conservation and Development.  

b. A more thorough review will be conducted at the next meeting.  In the meantime, all members will review Chapter 8 and assign items to categories such as:  completed, partially completed, impossible, on-going, etc.
