NEW BUSINESS
Chester Planning and Zoning Commission – Referral of Proposed Amendments to 2009 POCD
Ed Meehan received a memo from Judy Brown, ZEO, reporting that P&Z scheduled a Public Hearing on December 12 regarding the proposed Aaron Manor amendment.  A Town Meeting is also required.

A Public Hearing and Town Meeting were scheduled for 11/12/13.  

Main Street – Phase I
Ed Meehan has been in contact with the DOT.  A resolution is necessary to contract with CT DOT.  The purpose of the STEAP Grant was broadened to include design of construction documents.

Tom Englert made a motion to approve the following resolution:

RESOLVED, that Edmund Meehan, First Selectman, be, and hereby is authorized to sign the agreement entitled:  STEAP Grant Agreement Between the State of Connecticut and the Town of Chester Design and Reconstruction of Main Street.

Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Main Street – Phase II

The Scope of Services were re-drafted and costs increased from the original costs submitted ($121,000 to $134,000).  This increase places Kent & Frost’s costs higher than the other two qualified engineers.  Ed Meehan is still in discussion with Brian Kent and the Project Engineer regarding the cost of services and recommends postponing this decision.

Economic Development Commission – Membership 
An amendment to the EDC reducing membership from 7 to 5 members has been proposed and must go to Town Meeting for approval.  This item will be placed on the 11/12/13 Town Meeting agenda.

OLD BUSINESS
Town Hall Community Room
All close out warranty documents and operation manuals, have been received.  The Certification of Prevailing Wages is still necessary before releasing the retainage.  The invoice for Radcliffe Lock has not been paid due to the issue with the door finish.  

The wiring issue on the projector is due to the Cat 6 wiring that was specified.  Ed Meehan suggested using a Wi Fi system.  The BOS discussed this option and it will be researched further.

IT Consultant Services Agreement Scope of Services
A meeting is scheduled with Mr. Riggio on 10/29/13 (special BOS meeting).

SELECTMEN REPORTS
Code of Ethics Resolution
The Ethics Resolution, adopted by the BOS in 2003, was included in the BOS packet.  The document names the BOS as the authorized authority to enforce the code.  If they so choose, the BOS may appoint an Ethics Commission.  The BOS did not feel it necessary to appoint such a Commission at this time.  This addresses the previous request made by Mr. Cohen.  

Ed Meehan reported:
· The lease at Pondside Kitchen, 20 Water Street has expired.  They are requesting that the rent remain at $5,000 (letter distributed).  The water quality at the location was discussed.
· Parking in the private lot at Water Street was discussed.  
· The Jennings Dam inspection has been completed.
· The Meetinghouse chimney repair has been completed.
· The Solar Ribbon Cutting at the Elementary School was held on 10/15/13.
· The Firehouse dedication is scheduled on 11/17/13 @ 11:00 a.m.
· The population statistics for Chester, as of 7/1/12, is 4,245 residents.
