CALL TO ORDER
First Selectman Meehan called the meeting to order at 6:45 p.m.  In attendance included First Selectman Meehan, Selectman Sypher, and Selectman Englert.  
APPROVAL OF MINUTES – 3/18/14
Larry Sypher made a motion to approve 3/18/14 meeting minutes.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
Correction:  Jacobson – proper spelling
AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS  - Steven Holms, 7 School Lane – Main Street Project
Mr. Holms commented that no discussion on sidewalks has taken place regarding the Main Street Project.  Ed Meehan responded that the Architect presented a Power Point at a Public Informational Meeting that reviewed the sidewalk outline on the North side of Main Street and the re-location of sidewalks in the School Lane area.  Another Public Informational Meeting is scheduled on April 22, 2014.  

NEW BUSINESS
Main Street Bridge Materials List – Kent & Frost, LLC Service Agreement
Ed Meehan reported on the status of the Main Street Bridge as follows.  The DOT is 90% through with the design for the bridge.  They have asked that the Town work with the consultant regarding selection of material (type of granite curbing, sidewalk finishes, lighting, benches, railing, etc.) consistent with the Main Street Village Master Plan.  
The Main Street Committee is requested that the Selectmen contract with Kent & Frost to assist with submittals and negotiations with DOT.  

A proposal was included in the BOS packet.

Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the proposal as submitted.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  Discussion followed:

Ed Meehan reported that time will be spent with the consultant reviewing submittals.  The goal is to keep the project moving forward.  The next step includes DOT conversations with property owners in the right of way areas.  

The motion passed unanimously.

Main Street Phase I Project 
Ed Meehan reported that the Committee and consultant have scheduled a Public Information Meeting on 4/22/14 to re-visit the sidewalk design.  The last Committee meeting was well attended and the project engineer and landscape architect reviewed options.
Jacobson is currently reviewing the plans for the western area due to Wetland concerns.  The project engineer has been asked to provide grading plans for the 3 affected driveways.

Local Emergency Planning Committee (LEPC) Deputy Directors Appointments
Ed Meehan reported that two gentlemen (Tom Leighton and Cy Liddy) have expressed an interest in serving as a Deputy Emergency Management Directors.  These individuals were interviewed and have excellent credentials.  These are voluntary positions.
Larry Sypher made a motion to appoint Tom Leighton and Cy Liddy as Deputy Emergency Management Directors.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Board and Commission Appointments – None.
Volunteer Award Recognition
Ed Meehan received information from Park & Rec to nominate Brian Buckley and Randy Netsche for their service to Park & Rec.  Brian was instrumental in regards to the shed project at Pelletier Park.  Randy continues to work with Park & Rec at Pelletier Park.
A ceremony will be scheduled to honor Randy and Brian.

OLD BUSINESS
North Quarter Park Master Plan Committee 
A draft RFP was included in the BOS packet.  Tom Englert commented on the “Selection Process and Fee Proposal” section, the BOS is listed as the entity to review the proposal.   Ed Meehan commented that in order to proceed with the project, the BOS is the contracting agency but the Committee will be welcome to be part of the interviews.  The ultimate decision is made by the BOS.  

Tom Englert made a made a motion to appoint the following individuals to a North Quarter Park Master Plan Committee P&Z – Doreen Joslow, Main Street Committee – Steve Teizzi, Park & Rec. – Matt Sanders, Library – Bob Gorman, BOF – Richard Nygard, BOS – Ed Meehan, and At Large – Dean Amato.  Larry Sypher seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

SELECTMEN’S REPORTS
Ed Meehan reported:

· Chester was awarded a Clean Energy Bright Ideas Award on 3/24/14.  Chester was recognized for the solar project, the work at the elementary school and the number of residents signed up for Energy Solutions.

· As a result of the recent storm, routine “wash out” areas were discussed (Bokum Rd., S. Wig Hill, Goose Hill, E. Liberty).  

· Snack Shack – two e-mail requests were sent out, to date, no one has expressed an interest.  Ed will re-send.
