CALL TO ORDER
First Selectman Ed Meehan called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.  In attendance included:  First Selectman Meehan, Selectman Sypher and Selectman Englert.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the minutes from the 3/19/13 meeting.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

AUDIENCE OF CITIZENS – None

NEW BUSINESS
Tri Town Emergency Radio Antenna Repeater –JWMS
Ed Meehan reported that Dick Smith and Norm Needleman had agreed to buy and Emergency Fire Marshal Vehicle.  After consideration they determined this was not possible.  Dick Smith proposes re-allocating the funds to approve the radio communication at the Jr. High School.  

Tom Englert made a motion that the Chester BOS endorse the Intertown Capital Equipment Purchase Incentive (ICE) program referenced in Section 75 of Public Act 11-57 (an act authorizing bonds of the State for Capital Improvements) and participate with the Towns of Deep River and Essex in the Region 4 Emergency Communications Radio Antenna Repeater Project at John Winthrop Junior High School and further that the First Selectman, Edmund Meehan, is authorized to sign all documents on behalf of the Town of Chester necessary to assist Deep River, as lead Town, to complete the grant application for this ICE project.  Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Rotary Club 4 on the 4th Highway Use Permit
Larry Sypher made a motion that the Chester BOS, as Local Traffic Authority, notify District #2, CT DOT, of its approval for this July 4th Annual Rotary Club road race which will use a portion of Rte. 148, between Pleasant Street and E. Liberty Street, for the race course.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Main Street Project Committee Town Center Master Plan Report Recommendation
Ed Meehan distributed a copy of the Main Street Committee Report, including recommendations for the Main Street Bridge.  The Board reviewed and discussed same.  The DOT and the consulting engineer need a report from the BOS indicating that this design is appropriate.

Tom Englert made a motion that the BOS accept the Main Street Project Committee’s recommendation to endorse the Chester Village Master Plan as unanimously voted by the Committee, including modifications, April 9, 2013.  And further the First Selectman is authorized to inform the DOT that the “Bridge Layout Plan”, dated 4/9/13, is the design that should be used by the consulting engineer for the Final Design Phase of the Main Street Bridge, Project No. 26-120.  Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

This project will be forwarded to P&Z for review and comment and Town Meeting approval.

Fire Dept. Request for Capital Fund Appropriation – Purchase of Suburban Vehicle CIP Account 20-00-42-0000-062

Larry Sypher made a motion that the BOS report to the BOF our recommendation that the amount of $50,000 be appropriated from CIP account 20-00-42-0000-062 for the purchase of a truck to replace the 2001 Suburban vehicle.  Tom Englert seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

This will be included on the Call for the 5/21/13 Town Meeting.

Chief Greeney reported that the state bid pricing will be used for this purchase.

Permit Ordinance – Property Tax Delinquency, Proposed Amendment
The Town Attorney has reviewed the language in the proposed amendment pertaining to residential property only.

Larry Sypher made a motion that the BOS place on the Call of the 5/21/13 Town Meeting the proposed amendment of Permit Ordinance Book 3, Page 514, adopted 1/15/91, to allow a grant of relief by the BOS “in cases of exceptional circumstances affecting the welfare of the residents of the property or in the interest of the public health and safety.”  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Pinnacle Lane Road Acceptance Schedule for Town Meeting 5/21/13
Ed Meehan reported that this has been through the P&Z and approved.  Jacobson and Associates has reviewed.  

Tom Englert made a motion that the BOS place on the Call of the 5/21/13 Town Meeting authorization for the BOS to accept Pinnacle Lane as a Town Road.  Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Cedar Lake Snack Shack 2013 Season Lease
Ed Meehan reported that he met with Katie Hughes, owner of Perks on Main and Perks on Church, and toured the Snack Shack.  They discussed equipment and expenses.  She originally proposed that the BOS waive the lease fee this year.  Ed Meehan proposed a lease cost of $400.  This was acceptable to Ms. Hughes.

Tom Englert suggested that clarification with Park & Rec. regarding the protocol for Park & Rec. personnel use of the Snack Shack during inclement weather.

Larry Sypher made a motion to lease the Snack Shack to Katie Hughes for the summer 2013 season at a cost of $400.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Authorization for the First Selectman to execute Master Municipal Agreement for Construction Projects with CT DOT
Ed Meehan reported that the DOT is asking communities to sign a Master Municipal Agreement for construction projects.  This is intended to streamline the paperwork.

Tom Englert made a motion that the First Selectman, Ed Meehan, is hereby authorized to sign the Agreement entitled “Master Municipal Agreement for Construction Project” with the CT DOT.  Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Authorization for the First Selectman to execute a contract with the CT State Library for an 2013-14 Historic Documents Preservation Grant in the amount of $4,000
Larry Sypher made a motion that Ed Meehan, First Selectman, is empowered to executive and deliver in the name and on behalf of the Town of Chester an contract with the CT State Library for an Historic Documents Preservation Grant.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS
Town Hall Second Floor Renovations
Ed Meehan reported that the new Community Room is complete.  A short punch list remains and close out documents need to be completed.  The systems are being balanced; some of the seams on the rugs need to be addressed.  Joel Severance will review emergency communications.  A final close out will be completed within the next several weeks.  

The project is on budget.

SELECTMEN REPORTS
Ed Meehan reported that the release of the balance of $10,000 on the Library Grant has been received.  

The STEAP Grant for the Denlar Drive water main close out has been approved.  The check in the amount of $166,000 will be sent to the Treasurer’s Office.  Ed continues to work with OPM on the balance ($330,000) reallocation.

$75,000 in LOCIP funds for roads will be requested.  The Road Committee has met and reviewed road projects.

Participation in the Regional Agricultural Council was approved by the BOS.  Carl Manning (works evenings) and Bev Tarpol have expressed interest in representing Chester on the Council.

Larry Sypher made a motion to appoint Bev Tarpol to the Regional Agricultural Council.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

ADJOURNMENT
Tom Englert made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:25 p.m.  Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
