CALL TO ORDER
First Selectman Meehan called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m.  In attendance included First Selectman Meehan, Selectman Sypher, and Selectman Englert.  
STATE HISTORIC PRESERVATION GRANT
Deb Calamari, Town Clerk, is requesting that the Selectmen authorize the State Historic Preservation Grant.  

Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the following resolution:

Resolved that Ed Meehan, First Selectman is empowered to execute and deliver in the name of and on behalf of this municipality, a contract with the State Library for an Historic Documents Preservation Grant in the amount of $5,000.

Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS
SUNDAY MARKET 2014 – REQUEST FOR TOWN AND SIDEWALK USE PERMIT 
The Sunday Market Committee is requesting road and sidewalk use from June 15 through October 12, 2014.  The vendors will be permitted to set up at 9:00 a.m.; the streets must be cleared by 1:30 p.m.  

Tom Englert made a motion to approve the request from the Sunday Market Committee to use the road and sidewalks from June 15 through October 12, 2014.  Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  Discussion followed:

Ed Meehan reported that there were some slight traffic issues last year; therefore the start time was changed to 9:00 a.m. (previously 8:30).  The organizers are also requesting an additional barricade at the top of Spring Street.  Residents will still have access.
The issue of loud music has been addressed and there is better control/coordination of the Artisan vendors.  Proper insurance documentation must be submitted.  Parking issues on Water Street will also be addressed.

The motion passed unanimously.

CEDAR LAKE TRI-SERIES 2014
The Cedar Lake Tri-Series organizers are requesting a Group Use Permit for the Pelletier Park facility.  This is the third summer they are requesting use of the park.  They are proposing 9 events (perhaps a tenth event in September, weather permitting), every other Thursday evening ($150 per event).  The organizers may use the park beginning at 5:00 p.m. and are responsible for water safety etc. and must hire police coverage.

Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the request as presented.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  Discussion followed:

Tom Englert commented that parking along the road (there are no “parking signs” posted) makes sight lines difficult.  This may pose a safety issue and must be addressed.  Ed Meehan will discuss with organizers and suggested that cones be placed in this area.

The motion passed unanimously.

CHESTER BOE REQUEST FOR ADDITIONAL APPROPRIATION, 2013-2014, $41,527, FOR MINIMUM BUDGET REQUIRMENT COMPLIANCE; RECOMMENDATION TO THE BOF
Ed Meehan reported that action must be forwarded to the BOF.
Larry Sypher made a motion to forward a request to the BOF in the amount of $41,527 to satisfy the MBR requirement for Chester Elementary School.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

REVIEW AND APPROVAL OF MAY 22, 2014 – SPECIAL TOWN MEETING CALL
A Draft Call to the meeting was included in the BOS packet.  

Larry Sypher made a motion to adopt the Call as presented.  Tom Englert seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.

NORTH QUARTER PARK BUILDING – SCHEMATICS ADVISORY COMMITTEE APPOINTMENTS
Ed Meehan reported that on May 7th, two firms (9 received) will be interviewed.  The Committee will discuss and this will be placed on the BOS agenda.  

Chuck Mueller has volunteered to serve on the Schematics Advisory Committee.  He is an architect specializing in libraries.  

Larry Sypher made a motion to appoint Chuck Mueller to serve on the Schematics Advisory Committee.  Ed Meehan seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

MAIN STREET PHASE I PROJECT REPORT
This will be placed on the 5/7 agenda.  Regarding sidewalks, the next level, 30% level (grading, drainage) can now begin.  The BOS makes the ultimate decision on sidewalk placement.
CEDAR LAKE SNACK SHACK STATUS
Four individuals are interested in the Snack Shack.  Ed has requested documentation from these individuals outlining a plan for the concession stand.  This will be placed on the 5/7/14 BOS agenda.
SELECTMEN’S REPORTS
Ed Meehan reported:  
· A Constable is requesting a vehicle use policy.  Ed distributed same.  He is interested in taking his car home with him.  Surrounding towns will be contacted for policy information. 

· Trooper Ewing will be out until the end of May.  Steve Webber is covering.

· Dr. Levy is requesting that the Selectmen form a Declining Enrollment Task Force (BOE member, BOF member).

· Larry Sypher gave an update on the Town’s computer system.
