Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the following General Fund Transfer:

The electors of the TOWN OF CHESTER, CT and all other citizens qualified to vote in town meetings of the said TOWN OF CHESTER are hereby notified and warned that a Special Town Meeting will be held on Tuesday, May 21, 2013 at 7:30 pm at the Town Hall, 203 Middlesex Avenue, Community Meeting Room, to consider and act upon the following:
1.  To select the method of payment and due date of installments of property taxes in keeping with CT General Statutes 12-143 as follows:
a. Real estate taxes due in two halves, first half due July 1, 2013 and the second half due January 1, 2014
b. All motor vehicle bills due in one payment of July 1, 2013
c. All motor vehicle supplement bills due in one payment on January 1, 2014
d. Minimum interest charge of $2.00
e. Negate all bills under $5.00
2. To adopt a budget for the Town of Chester for fiscal year July 1, 2013 through June 30, 2014 an amount totaling $12,328,940 as recommended by the Board of Finance.
3. To adopt a five year capital plan to be updated annually as recommended by the Board of Finance.
4. To authorize the Treasurer to post the Capital Fund interest and closed line item balances to the Capital Undesignated line item on a quarterly basis through fiscal year end June 30, 2014.
5. To authorize the First Selectman and Treasurer to borrow such sums of money from time to time as may be necessary to defray expenses of the Town in accordance with authorized appropriations of fiscal year ending June 30, 2014.

8. To authorize the expenditure of $338,435 from the Capital Fund – Road/Sidewalk Repairs line item # 20-00-31-0000-446 as recommended by the Board of Finance.
9. To authorize the expenditure of $100,000 from the Capital Fund – Firehouse Roof line item # 20-00-36-0000-052 as recommended by the Board of Finance.
10. To authorize the expenditure of $56,200 from the Capital Fund – Town Building Emergency Generators line item # 20-00-36-0000-094 as recommended by the Board of Finance

13. To authorize the expenditure of $4,000.00 from the Capital Fund – Main Street Project line item 20-00-31-0000-046 – for administrative expenses related to the Main Street Project Committee as recommended by the Board of Finance. 
14. To amend Town Ordinances Book 3, Page 514, adopted January 15, 1991, Permit Ordinance to read as follows:  (New language in bold italics)
A. No official of the Town of Chester, CT shall issue a Zoning Permit, Building Permit, Certificate of Occupancy, Sanitary Sewer Permit or any other permit for improvements pertaining to real property on which there are property taxes past due.
B. “The Board of Selectmen may grant relief from the effect of this ordinance in cases of exceptional circumstances affecting the welfare of the residents of the property or in the interests of the public health and safety.”
This Ordinance shall become effective fifteen (15) days after publication.
15. To authorize the Selectmen to accept a warranty deed for Pinnacle Lane and a certain parcel adjacent to Hoop Pole Hill Road from ASW, LLC as part of the approved Chester Forest Estates Subdivision. A copy of the proposed Warranty Deed and subdivision map are on file with the office of the Town Clerk for review and inspection.
16. To authorize the Town of Chester to contract with the Connecticut Department of Emergency Services and Public Protection, Division of State Police for services of one (1) Resident State Trooper for the period of July 1, 2013 to June 30, 2015; and to authorize the First Selectman, Edmund J. Meehan, to execute such contract on behalf of the Town of Chester.

Ed Meehan reported on an additional item for the agenda as requested by Dick Smith, First Selectman Deep River regarding the Inter Town Capital Equipment Purchase (this was discussed at the last BOS meeting).

Ed Meehan reported that fund transfers (i.e. funds to the Main Street project) will be discussed with the BOF at their next meeting.

The intent is to take the first year of the CIP plan and at the Town Meeting, request that residents approve the release or expenditure of funds so the projects may begin on July 1, 2013.  

The Call of the meeting was reviewed by Attorney Bennet.

The motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS
Town Hall Second Floor Renovations
Ed Meehan reported that the mechanical engineers completed the walk through and a final punch list has been provided.  Items include workmanship on HVAC equipment, door hardware, close-out warranties, projector installation and the drip pans.  

The BGA plug and electrical outlets were discussed.  Also, a bill from Steven’s Communication was distributed and reviewed.  

SELECTMEN REPORTS
Ed Meehan reported that the final Storm Sandy reimbursement will be $43,858.00.  

Main Street Project Committee will meet with P&Z on Thursday, May 9, 2013 at the Meeting House.

The Haddam/Chester Ferry Public Hearing is scheduled May 22, 2013.  

The Library Board is requesting that the Selectmen consider appointing a Building Committee to pursue the project.

Chesterfield Wall – Ed met with Apple Rehab regarding the wall.  The Town will coordinate with Apple maintenance individuals.  They have agreed to take several layers of brick off the wall and attempt to stabilize the wall.

The Tri Series at Cedar Lake have 7 events planned to begin a 6:00 p.m.  They pay $150 per event.

Larry Sypher made a motion to approve the event and State Highway Use Permit.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Ed Meehan reported that Barbara Delany’s barn (Bokum Road) has been listed on the state registry of historic places.

The Governor has declared the week of May 19, 2013 as Public Works Week.

The possible purchase of portable bleachers at the High School (for graduation) was discussed.

Tom Englert made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:45 p.m.  Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
