CALL TO ORDER
First Selectman Ed Meehan called to meeting to order.  Those in attendance included:  Ed Meehan, Larry Sypher and Tom Englert.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES

The BOF set a Town Meeting date of September 26, 2012.

Tom Englert made a motion to table the approval of 9/4/12 meeting.  Larry Sypher seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

NEW BUSINESS
Chester Clean Energy Team Presentation – Solar System at Chester Elementary School

Chester Clean Energy Team members were present and gave an overview of a proposal for the Elementary School.  The Town qualified for the program as a result of funds provided through Chester’s participation/pledge to the Clean Energy Fund.  

The Team is requesting an additional $8,000 from the Town.  Larry Sypher reported that the BOS has discussed this funding and suggested that perhaps $6,000 is a more appropriate figure.  It was reported that the funding is incremental and a match of up to $8,000 will be provided.  The more funds you provide, the more you receive.

It was reported that the proposed system can be expanded if additional funds become available.  

The installation of the system was discussed.

Ed Meehan reported that the BOF will discuss this proposal at their upcoming meeting.

Larry Sypher made a motion to support the recommendation from the Chester Clean Energy Team and provide $8,000 pending the refund from Region 4 BOE.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

Discussion and Award of the 2013 Revaluation Contract
A summary was provided by the Assessor.  Ed Meehan distributed the summary and proposals received.  The BOS discussed same.

Larry Sypher made a motion to approve Equality as the Revaluation Company as recommended by the Assessor.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

BOS Recommendations to the BOF
Road Repairs 

Ed Meehan reported that $326,123.00 is budgeted in the Capital Fund for road repairs.  The BOS is recommending that the BOF release these funds.

Larry Sypher made a motion to request that the BOF release $326,123.00 from the Capital Fund for road repairs.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

A report from Peter Evankow was distributed and discussed.  This report included funds for bulky waste and state trooper funds.

Larry Sypher made a motion to recommend that the BOF transfer funds as requested.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS - None

OTHER BUSINESS
Larry Sypher reported that he received a phone call from Cliff Vermillion.  His project plan has been given to the Library Trustees.  The Trustees approved moving the project forward to the BOS.  Larry continued that they will be requesting $150,000 for design concepts.  

SELECTMEN REPORT

Ed Meehan reported that the new ambulance was delivered 9/12/12.  The vehicle was delivered with the power lift assist in place.  Certifications are being prepared.  

Water Street Bridge -  walls are still being poured.  The bridge will be closed beginning October 1, 2012.  Pavement grinding will begin in the near future.  The anticipated completion date is November 24, 2012.

The Farmer’s Market will be moved to the municipal parking lot as Main Street will be utilized as a detour route.  

Ed Meehan was disappointed with the DOT Project Manager due to the condition of the trench that was never paved.  

20 Water Street Lease – Ed has met with Steve Bradley in development of the lease.  He is requesting the closure of the drive through lane and will develop sketches. 

A report was provided from Park & Rec.  They sold $12,946.00 worth of beach passes.  Approximately $18,652.00 was realized from summer camp programs.

Snack Shack – Ed did a walk-through of the facility.  Conditions warranted the return of the security deposit.  

Ed Meehan reported:
· The Tree Warden posted notice for the removal of trees at the Town Hall. 
· Gable and gutter cleaning at the Town Hall is planned.

Ed Meehan made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:02 p.m.  Tom Englert seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
