The E-Team meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m. 

 Minutes of meeting on May 11, 2015 were approved 

1.   Audience of citizens.    none

2.  Conference call with Marianne Graham for Municipal Technical Assistance project.  

a.  Second (and final) meting of all participating towns will be 16 June at 9:30 AM in North Haven.  Rick and Pat will attend.  
b.   The energy audit of Chester Elementary school will take place 17 June, AM or PM yet to be determined.  Tom Quigley will be the auditor and it should last about 2 hours.  Pat wil send ahead of time to Marianne:  (1) a list of completed projects as well as James G’s “Wish List,” (2) sets of plans for the school in pdf format as well as a detailed inventory of mechanical (HVAC) equpment (or provide hard copies at the school on the date of the audit).

c. John Gimbel will be providing,via the Portfolio Manager, templates for graphs to use in periodic reports.  We should be prepared to designate those to whom periodic reports will be shared.  Rick will check with Sandy to see if there are other EPA PM issues to discuss.  

d.  A portion of the meeting will be set aside to discuss content and components of our action plan.  

3.  Town Hall Insulation -- 

a.  Ed and Peter will arrange a day next week for Peter to inspect ceilings above the dropped ceilings on the second floor .  

b.   The RFQ which Peter had prepared was reviewed. 

c.  Peter will provide a list of  potential contractors who might bid on the project.  

d.   Foam was sprayed on the underside of the concrete floor above the bank drive through in December 2008.  There may still be air leaks from the sides.  Peter will determine whether the baseboards can be removed to inspect the area.  

4.  LED Streetlight proposals. 

a.  Tanko sent us an estimate based on data we provided them.

b.   We still await a reply from Eversource as to the cost of purchasing the lights.

c.   Ed will report at the next E-Team meeting what Eversource will discuss at the next CCM meeting.  We may want to delay any decsion until we know what sort of option Eversource will provide.

5. Town eletrical energy purchases.  Energy Team is responsible for “electrical generation cost monitoring”  and recommending suppliers.  In light of recent legislative changes affecting Eversource rates, we will wait to examine the subject after July 1 when new rates go into effect.  

6.  LED light bulb swap

a.  Cary will talk with Diana M-B at Eversource to set a date (either October 10 or 17 at the Meeting House), and to verify that Diana will coodinate with the LED bulb supplier.  

b.   We need to establish what other service vendors (e.g. HES, Lantern Energy, One Step, etc) should be present. 

7.  Clean Energy Communities Pledge

a.  Discussion regarding the town’s commitment to purchase 20% of power from renewable sources by 2018.  We clarified that this commitment is over and above any renewable purchase requirements which the state imposes on Eversource or other suppliers.  The town meets this commitment by purchasing REC’s as well as taking credit for the power generated by the extensions to the PV systems on the CES and the Town Hall.  The RECS for these extensions are owned by the Town.  Total electrical consumption is that reported in the EPA Portfolio Manager.

b. Ed will send the certificate, verifying the purchase, to CEFIA as proof that the town is meeting its pledge.
