Old Business

1. Peggy reported that the CCC table at the Chester Farmers’ Market was worthwhile.  Many people visited the table, discussed invasive plants, and took literature with them. 2.. E- Team Report

a.  Lantern Energy did a Level I assessment of 4 municipal buildings.  Rick will follow up again to get the report.

b.  Local newspapers tell us that the SolarizeCT program for Essex also covers Deep River, Chester, and Old Saybrook.  Sandy reports that the designated coordinator for the Essex program has no idea how the other towns are to participate.  Sandy will follow up.

3.  The Greenway sign to be posted at Cedar Lake public beach.  Rick Pott of Ct Fish and Wildlife is designing the sign.  

4.  Community or neighborhood gardens.  Errol had suggested that the CCC generate a pamphlet on how to set up a neighborhood garden.  Errol will speak to the Allinsons and Lindbergs to get ideas.

5.   Eel ladder:  Article on poaching of glass eels appeared in the New York Times.  Sandy will draft a letter to the Atlantic States Marine Fisheries urging extended protection of elvers and will discuss Chester’s intended eel ladder.  

6.  Open Space:  


a. Margot will see if Mr. Karsten (sp?)  can address the benefits of open space at our October meeting, which may be rescheduled to nearer the end of the month.   Land trusts in neighboring towns will be invited to attend.

b.  Rick Huntley of the Durham Conservation Commission is putting together a management plan for their town’s open spaces.

c.   Sandy will check with Christine to determine what criteria were used for her collection of information on Chester’s open spaces.  He will compare this with the information on open spaces he received from the State.
