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Call to Order

· Introduction and seating of members

New Business

· Board of Selectmen Request: General Fund Transfers (see Accounting Manager Memo 5-13-2013 attached)

First Selectman Meehan noted these items were approved by the Board of Selectmen.  Motion by Nygard, second by Gorman, to approve transfer from Employee Benefits – Medical Insurance, BOF Contingency – General Legal and BOF Contingency – General (as stated on attached memo from accounting manger) to Capital Non-recurring in the total amount of $85,000.  Voting in favor – Nygard, Gorman, Aley, Carmany.  Opposed – none. Motion Carried.

Motion by Nygard, second by Gorman, to approve transfer from BOF Contingency – Winter Maintenance to the Highway – Winter Maintenance – Outside Contractor in the amount of $20,000.  Voting in favor – Nygard, Gorman, Aley, Carmany.  Opposed – none.  Motion Carried.

· Board of Selectmen Request: Capital Fund Transfers (see Accounting Manager Memo 5-13-2013 attached)

First Selectman Meehan noted these items were approved by the Board of Selectmen.  Motion by Gorman, second by Aley, to approve Capital Fund Transfers from Board of Selectmen – Unassigned, Board of Selectmen – Farmland Preservation, Assessor – Revaluation, Buildings – Town Hall Space Study and School – HVAC (see Accounting Manager Memo 5-13-2013 attached) to Board of Selectmen – Town Hall – Computers, Infrastructure – Main Street Project, Infrastructure – Road/Sidewalk Repairs and Buildings – Town Building Emergency Generators.  Voting in favor – Gorman, Aley, Nygard, Carmany.  Opposed – none.  Motion Carried.

· Board of Selectman Request: Authorization for Capital Item Expenditures (see Accounting Manager Memo 5-13-2013 attached)

First Selectman Meehan reviewed the Capital Item Expenditures to be recommended for Town Meeting approval.  Motion by Gorman, second by Aley, to approve the following expenditures to be recommended to Town Meeting from Capital Fund – Town Hall – Computer Replacement, Capital Fund – Firehouse Roof, Capital Fund - Road/Sidewalk Repairs, Capital Fund - Town Building Emergency Generators and Capital Fund – School Roofing.  Voting in favor – Gorman, Aley, Nygard, Carmany.  Opposed – none.  Motion Carried.

· Discussion and vote to recommend approval at Special Town Meeting, 5-21-2013 of FY 2013-2014 Budget in the amount of $12,328,940

Motion by Aley, second by Nygard, to recommend approval at Special Town Meeting on May 21, 2013 of FY 2013-2014 Budget in the amount of $12,328,940.  Discussion followed – Carmany noted the public hearing went well and she thanked the BOF members for their hard work on the budget.  Voting in favor – Aley, Nygard, Gorman, Carmany.  Opposed – none.  Motion Carried.

· Discussion and vote to recommend approval at Special Town Meeting, 5-21-2013 the Five (5) Year Capital Plan

First Selectman Meehan reviewed the Five Year Capital Plan.  Motion by Gorman, second by Nygard, to recommend approval at Special Town Meeting on May 21, 2013 the five (5) year Capital Plan.  Voting in favor – Gorman, Nygard, Aley, Carmany.  Opposed – none.  Motion Carried.

· Set Date, Time and Place for Special Board of Finance Meeting to set FY 2013-2014 Mil Rate

It was a consensus to hold this Special Board of Finance Meeting to set the FY 2013-2014 Mil Rate for immediately following the Town Meeting on May 21, 2013.
