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1.  Call to Order

The Chester Inland Wetlands & Watercourses Agency held its regular meeting on Monday, November 2, 2015, at the Chester Town Hall, 203 Middlesex Avenue, Chester, Connecticut.  In attendance were Al Bisacky, Sally Sanders, Eric Davison, Kris Seifert, Kim Senay and Christine Darnell.  Bob Blair was also present.  Chairman Bisacky called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

2.  Minutes – October 5, 2015 
Motion by Sanders, second by Darnell, to approve October 5, 2015 Minutes amended by correcting Item 6, paragraph 1, 7th sentence to read, “Erosion was discussed” and 3rd sentence should read, “At the last meeting an application was submitted but it was lacking in information.”  Approved with Bisacky abstaining.

3.  Audience of Citizens – none.
Motion by Sanders, second by Darnell, to move Item 9 to before Item 4.  Unanimously Approved.

9.  Receipt of Applications After Posting of Agenda

#15-09 Nathan Siegel, 2 Deep Hollow Road, submitted an application.  He noted he moved into town last June.  They would like to add a new boiler and whole house generator requiring a propane tank.  The property is pecular and doesn't allow for many placements of the LP tank.  The best place is in the front yard about 60 feet back from the Creek edge behind the wall.  The generator will also be in that same location.  The generator is above ground but the tank will be buried.    

Chairman Bisacky reviewed the application process.  There was discussion as to whether this could be an administrative permit issued by the Wetlands Officer.  The applicant indicated he would prefer it be an administrative permit because he has to line up people to do the work.  Sally Sanders asked if this work could be done in one day.  Mr. Siegel explained how the work would be done and that it wouldn't be any more than 48 hours.

Motion by Sanders, second by Darnell, that the Agency authorize the Wetlands Officer to issue an administrative permit for Application #15-09.  Discussion followed.  It was suggested the tank be anchored down and if there is any soil stockpiled on the site, it be weighted down with a tarp over night. Christine Darnell asked if there would be any plantings.  Mr. Siegel replied yes, but they hadn't really thought too much about that part of it yet.  

Vote on the above motion was unanimous with the two conditions that the tank be anchored down and if soil stockpiled on the site, it be weighted down with a tarp over night.  Unanimously Approved.

4.  #15-08 – Danielle Gunther, 123 W. Main Street – retaining 
wall and fill

Chairman Bisacky noted the Commission at its last meeting asked for substantial additional information because of the fill and proximity to the Creek.  Ms. Sweeney noted that information has not been received other than a note from the owner saying she will advise.  

Chairman Bisacky noted from the last meeting minutes the information requested (detailed plans, area to be staked, members wished to do a site visit, etc.).  Bisacky further noted he wasn't sure if the plan was to scale.  He noted the proposed wall is certainly within 100 feet of the Creek.  This would appear to be an activity within the review area based on the information submitted so far.  This application was received last month, additional information was requested which the Agency did not get.  He suggested this be tabled until next month to see if additional documentation is received.  Bisacky noted he would also like to see the floodplain and wetlands located on a survey, as well as all the information requested last month.  

5.  Continued Show Cause Hearing – 46 Deep Hollow LLC, 46 Deep Hollow Road – 
unpermitted regulated activity

Anna Sweeney noted she will contact the property owners and find out when Richard Snarski is going to visit the site.  She will circulate that info to members if anyone wants to go along.

6.  Regulations and Map Modifications

It was suggested this be discussed at the January meeting.

7.  Wetland Compliance Officer's Report

Anna Sweeney noted she met with Alex Psillos, 11 Bartkiewicz Road who wants to build a small house on his property.  Subdivision Map showed a conservation easement which was granted at the time of the subdivision to the Conservation Commission around 1999/2000.

Anna Sweeney reported Mr. Belisle, 10 Gilbert Hill, wanted to burn brush in a vernal pool.  Eric advised this wasn't a good practice as the ash would not be suitable for the vernal pool functioning.  The brush will be removed and burned elsewhere.  Mr. Belisle wanted to know if he could plant ferns along the edge of the vernal pool.

Anna Sweeney noted she received a call from DEEP Beaver Control regarding a beaver situation at the Zavatone property on West Main Street.  There apparently is a tremendous amount of flooding going on there.  She has not been able to get in touch yet with DEEP but will keep trying.

8.  Correspondence

Anna Sweeney noted correspondence was received regarding some work being done at the Route 9 bridge at Wig Hill Road.

10.  Any Other Business

It was suggested the meetings for 2016 be held at the Meeting House if possible.
