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The Chester Planning & Zoning Commission held a continued public hearing for the Petition submitted by Gary Clark to amend the Town of Chester Zoning Boundary to add Map 4, Lot 77 (90 Goose Hill Road) currently R2 (residential) to the C (commercial) zoning district on Thursday, October 4, 2012, at the Chester Meeting House, 4 Liberty Street, Chester, Connecticut.

The public hearing commenced at 7:38 PM.

Those Commission members present who will be seated for this petition were Jon Lavy, Steven Merola, Melvin Seifert, Doreen Joslow and Robert Bibbiani.  Also present but not seated due to the fact they were absent for either the original public hearing or the site walk were Keith Scherber, Henry Krempel, Peter Kehayias and Sarah Jansen. Gary Clark, applicant, was present as were about 8 citizens.

Chairman Lavy read into the record a letter received this afternoon from Attorney David Royston, dated October 4, 2012 regarding his legal opinion on "spot zoning and zoning creep", consistency with the Plan of Conservation & Development, suitability of this parcel as commercial and access to a commercial parcel through a residential parcel (prohibited by Section 40M).  

Chairman Lavy asked the applicant if he wished to make any further comments before the public hearing is closed.  Mr. Clark replied no.

Voting in favor – Seifert, Joslow, Bibbiani, Merola, Lavy.  Opposed – none.  Motion Carried.

(it is noted for the record only Seifert, Joslow, Bibbiani, Merola and Lavy could vote on this application as they attended the previous public hearing and site walk.)
