Secretary Murray read the Legal Notice of Public Hearing into the record, said notice having been published in the Hartford Courant on August 27, 2015 and September 3, 2015.
Chairman Lavy noted the reason for the incorporation of this regulation into the Chester Village District regulation was because sign regulations were not included in the original adoption of the Chester Village District Regulations.  The Commission has attempted to incorporate signage into the Chester Village District as well as continue some changes throughout the sign regulations.


There was discussion regarding sign size.
Doreen noted there had been some comments regarding signage/banners at C&G.  It was noted their banners are not informational and therefore okay.  It was agreed they don't fit the definition of a sign.  
The effective date was discussed.  Mel Seifert noted the ZCO has to photograph existing signage as of the effective date.
Chairman Lavy asked if there was anyone in the audience that wished to speak either in favor or in opposition to the proposed regulations.  No one spoke at this time.
