Wig Hill Road, for Relocation of Driveway at Mansion House with the condition that all requirements of the Building Official and Fire Marshal are complied with.  Voting in favor – Kehayias, Jansen, Murray, Merola, Scherber, Krempel, Joslow, Seifert, Lavy.  Opposed – none.  Motion Carried.

Voting in favor – Joslow, Seifert, Merola, Scherber, Krempel, Kehayias, Jansen, Lavy.  Opposed – none.  Abstained – Murray.  Motion Carried.

Motion by Joslow, second by Merola, to approve September 16, 2012 Site Walk Minutes as written.  Voting in favor – Joslow, Merola, Seifert, Jansen, Scherber, Lavy.  Opposed – none.  Abstained – Kehayias, Krempel, Murray.  Motion Carried.
