 Meeting was called to order at 9:05 a.m. 

1.  Minutes of meeting on Sept 8 were approved. 

2. Audience of citizens.    none

3. Community Innovations Grant (CIG) 

a.  Three meetings had been held (Woomer, Prisloe, Holloway, Hull, Badger) previously to develop the proposal which was sent to Robert Schmitt (CEFIA) on 9/29.  Proposal was accepted.

b. Discussion today about format and content of publicity regarding the E-Team’s programs and accomplishments.  Rack cards were decided upon as a prime objective.  

4.  Bright Ideas (BIG) Grant

a.  We are still awaiting assignment of a community technical assistance contact by CEFIA.  

b.   We still plan to use the $5000 grant to undertake projects which will not be covered by the municipal technical assistance program.  This may include full energy audits of each of the municipal buildings.  

c. Pat is to invite Diana McCarthy-Bercury (CL&P) to attend one of our meetings to clarify permissable uses of the BIG grant. and to clarify the various programs we are dealing with -- where they came from, intended uses, etc.

5.  Update on Lantern Energy activities
a.  Lantern rep is using the list of local businesses to set up meetings to explain programs such as the Small Business Energy Advantage (SBEA) which are available to them.   A few energy audits have resulted.

b.  A Lantern rep reviewed the insulation problem in the attic of the Town Hall and will prepare a recommendation.  Rick to expedite this.  

c. Rick to locate list of SBEA/HES contractors.

d.  Ed to determine status of Firehouse roof project.  Lantern or other contractor can help the Hose Company develop a 10-year plan for energy-related items with payback information.

6.  Old Business
a.  Publicity for solar installation at Town Hall. and CES.
   Cary to coordinate publicity for this using input from Aegis -- photos of the installation and text.  She will include information on the expansion of the Chester Elementary School system.

b.  EPA Portfolio Manager status.  Sandy has been keeping this up to date.  At present only the Town Hall has received a relative efficiency ranking.

     Peter will research whether “Wego Wise” can enter town CL&P data directly into EPA Performance Manager. 

c.  Streetlight project strategy with CCM input.  

1.  Ed will be attending the CCM conference on Tuesday.  He will visit the booths of the three LED Streetlight companies which were mentioned in the streetlight webinar. 

2. Sandy has e-mailed Cathy Lezon (Chester contact at CL&P) to find out what they are doing about LED streetlighting.   

d.   Update on Energy Plan -- The plan has been largely updated, but no further action will be taken until we determine how much assistance the Municipal Technical Assistance program will provide to complete this.
