1.  Minutes of meeting on  March 11, 2013 were approved.

2. Audience of citizens.    none

3. CT Solar Challenge

a. 51 visits to date.   Quotes being sent out, some backlog.  All contracts must be signed by May 31 to participate in this program.  

b. Lynne will see that the new meeting room in town hall will be set up for the April 11 info meeting.  Projector and screen available.

4.  Street Light proposal

5. Chester Elementary School Board Meeting

a. Solar information day for students will be held on Arbor Day ( April 26).  Pat will speak with Gail to determine what Aegis can provide .  E-Team and Mike Barile will put together a program.

b. Pat will follow up with James G to determine status of roof warranty.

c. The possibility of a “performance  contract” for energy improvements to all Region 4 schools was discussed.  Rick will determine if someone from the CT State program (speaker at energy meeting at MXCC in January) can address a Region 4 meeting (including facilities managers and R4 Financial).    The anticipated cost of energy improvements at Chester Elementary appear to be too small to attract a performance contractor, but a combined program for all R 4 schools may help.

b. Rick will research obtaining heat energy audits of municipal buildings.
