2.  Presentation by Connecticut Solar Challenge.   

a. This company offers a package similar to the Solarize CT program offered by the state DEEP, but with several advantages.  Gail Spence will  send a formal proposal to Pat Woomer for further consideration by the ETF.  

b. Pat W will ask Robert Schmitt of CEFIA what else is required for the Round 2 application.

3. Solar array for the Elementary School.   The Board of Finance has given the go-ahead.  James G will provide a letter for Ed M to notify CEFIA to proceed.

4. Streetlights.


Maps and spreadsheets indicating three alternative methods for reducing the cost of streetlights were provided to Ed M.  Discussion of best ways to get citizen input and to gain approval.

5. Electrical (mainly lighting) modifications to the elementary school have been completed.  James G will track  and report on electrical usage to see if goals are met. 

6.  PACE 

a. This is a program adminsitered by CEFIA.  It provides sources of financing for energy conservation and clean energy generation projects. 

b. Ed M and Peter H will determine whether Chester’s tax collection system can accommodate recovery of loan payments through taxes.

c. The E-Team will draft a brochure to acquaint local businesses with the program.
