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1.  Call to Order

The Chester Inland Wetlands & Watercourses Agency held a Special Meeting on Monday, November 4, 2013, at the Chester Town Hall, 203 Middlesex Avenue, Chester, Connecticut.  In attendance were Al Bisacky, Sally Sanders, Kris Seifert, Kim Senay and Christine Darnell.  Anna Sweeney, Wetlands Compliance Officer, was also present.  Chairman Bisacky called the meeting to order at 7:00 PM.

2.  Minutes – October 7, 2013 Special Meeting Minutes

Motion by Darnell, second by Seifert, to approve October 7, 2013 Minutes as written.  Voting in favor – Darnell, Seifert, Sanders, Senay, Bisacky.  Opposed – none.

Motion Carried.

3.  Audience of Citizens – none.

4.  Continued Show Cause Hearing – 46 Deep Hollow LLC, 46 Deep Hollow Road – unpermitted regulated activity

Chairman Bisacky noted the Cease & Desist Order had been revised at the last meeting.  Anna Sweeney reported on her site visits as follows.  Ms. Sweeney noted she visited the site on October 31st and they have made a lot of progress.  She used the October 7th Remediation Narrative (referred to herein as the "plan") with Chairman Bisacky's most recent edits for the review.  Ms. Sweeney indicated no work has been done in wetlands related areas while Cori Rose's changes are being considered, therefore, no work has been done in areas J, A, E, F or I.  In Area C, the excavated ditch up the hill is being restored and completed in accordance with the plan.  Area D, along the drive, was virtually finished.  The area up the hill needed to be seeded and mulched and that is now done.  The area has been graded very nicely in accordance with what the plan had called for.  Area G appears to be on schedule according to the plan.  The ditches were filled and graded, mulched and seeded.  They used the stockpiled fill on site.  The inlet pipes in Area H have been cemented, areas filled, topsoiled, seeded and mulched.  The pipe outlets were cut back.  Sweeney noted there was nothing in the plan regarding restoration around the pipe outlets, but the property owner has stabilized that area with stone.  

Ms. Sweeney noted she visited the site again today and took several photos.  

Chairman Bisacky asked Ms. Sweeney if she felt the site was fairly stable and erosion resistant.  Sweeney replied yes.  The leveling of the ditch in Area D was very good.  Area C is also really good.  The stone will be very helpful.  

Ms. Sweeney asked about the greenhouse type structure close to the road.  Chairman Bisacky asked if it was in the review area.  Sweeney replied yes.  Bisacky noted if in the review area, it would require a permit.  The property owner was advised if this was within 100 feet of the stream, it would require a wetlands permit, and possibly a zoning permit.

Chairman Bisacky noted he was pleased to see the progress on the site.  A letter was also received from Cori Rose which the property owner is dealing with.

There was discussion regarding the marking of the buffer area.  Chairman Bisacky noted he would like to have a response to that issue at the latest by January.  

Chairman Bisacky asked if there has been any further correspondence with the Army Corps.  Tom Metcalf noted Attorney Smith has been in contact with Cori Rose but nothing has been resolved yet.  Metcalf noted any further changes to the Remediation Plan will need to come back before the Agency.  

There was discussion as to whether or not monthly reports were still required.  Chairman Bisacky noted he did not see that as an onerous requirement.  Monthly reports would still be required.

It was decided no changes were needed to the outstanding Order.  

Chairman Bisacky asked Mr. Metcalf to stay in touch with Ms. Sweeney to see if there is a need for them to return to the December meeting.

It was noted there is a temporary tent structure located now at 29 Liberty Street within 100 feet of the stream.  Chairman Bisacky noted a Cease & Desist Order should be issued.  

Chairman Bisacky noted he will speak with Attorney Bennet regarding pending litigation. 

7.  Wetland Compliance Officer's Report

Ms. Sweeney reviewed the Castle View Drive house that was approved last month.  She indicated the prospective buyer submitted a variance application for the garage and was told he had to go back to the Wetlands Agency for a wetlands permit if he wanted to pursue the garage.  


Ms. Sweeney noted she attended the Soil Identification class which was excellent.
