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1.  Call to Order

The Chester Inland Wetlands & Watercourses Agency held a Special Meeting on Monday, December 2, 2013, at the Chester Town Hall, 203 Middlesex Avenue, Chester, Connecticut. It was noted the new owners of this property want to transfer the prior permit.  No official application has been submitted, only a letter requesting the transfer.  Chairman Bisacky noted typically this is handled by a new application and voted on at the next meeting.  It was agreed to receive this request at this meeting.  Anna Sweeney noted "Alternative D" was what was approved originally along with a condition for a bond to assure the plantings are done.  This original project was abandoned when other agency permits were denied.  Chairman Bisacky asked Ms. Sweeney if any work had been done.  She replied none that she was aware of.  Ms. Sweeney also noted the new owner wants to use the property next door to store material up by the road which is not near the wetlands.  Chairman Bisacky asked Ms. Sweeney to bring the prior permit to the next meeting and this will be discussed further.
