1.  Call to Order

The Chester Library Board of Trustees held its regular meeting on Monday, October 21, 2013, at the Chester Public Library, 21 West Main Street, Chester, Connecticut.  In attendance were Terry Schreiber, Molly Lund, Cary Hull, Deedee Prisloe and Sandy Senior-Dauer.  Absent was Peggy Carter-Ward.  Librarian Linda Fox was also present.  Chairman Schreiber called the meeting to order at 7:32 PM.

2.  Secretary's Report

Motion by Hull, second by Prisloe, to approve September 23, 2013 Special Meeting Minutes as written.  Voting in favor – Hull, Prisloe, Senior-Dauer, Schreiber.  Opposed – none.  Abstained – Lund.  Motion Carried.

3.  Treasurer's Report

Copies of the September (corrected) report and the October 21, 2013 Treasurer's Report were distributed.  Debits and credits were reviewed.  It was noted the CD at Citizens Bank is coming due in November.  The Treasurer was directed to close the Citizens Account and put that money into the Essex Savings Bank Savings Account.

Motion by Senior-Dauer, second by Lund, to accept Treasurer's Report as amended.  Voting in favor – Senior-Dauer, Lund, Hull, Prisloe, Schreiber.  Opposed – none.  Motion Carried.

4.  Old Business


(a) Discussion with First Selectman Meehan

Chairman Schreiber updated the members on her discussion with First Selectman Meehan.  It was noted the next step is for the Library Trustees to talk to the Church Trustees and to do some test pits.  It was noted the two big trees would have to come down, but the Town was going to remove them anyway.  Chairman Schreiber will contact Cliff Vermilya to see if the Library Trustees can be put on the Agenda for a Special Meeting of the Church Trustees next Monday.  


(b) Report from The Friends

Cary Hull noted The Friends have sent out another email Newsletter.  They are looking for additional supporters.  She indicated the donations raffle went to purchase furniture for the Library.  Everyone agreed the email Newsletter was a really good idea.  

5.  New Business


(a) Set Meeting Dates for 2014

Meeting dates were agreed upon for 2014.  Regular meetings will be held the third Monday of every month, except for January and February where those meetings will be the second Monday due to holidays.  There are no meetings in July and August.

6.  Librarian's Report

Monthly Statistical Reports for July, August and September were distributed and reviewed.  

Linda Fox noted the process of revising job descriptions is a work in progress.  She will distribute them to Schreiber, Hull and Senior-Dauer who will review them and forward comments back to Linda.  

Linda Fox briefly reviewed various upcoming programs – Affordable Care Program, Halloween Haunted Library, Veteran's Day Program, Fall Book Discussion "The Yellow Birds", Decorating Gingerbread Cookies.

There was a brief discussion regarding the budget for 2014-2015 and whether an amount should be included for office furniture.

There was a brief discussion regarding the 1984 Easement to the Town for the parking lot.  If the new project is to go forward, the parking lot should be sold to the Town for $1.00 and an easement given back to the Church.
