Director’s Report

The Director submitted the new Chester Parks and Recreation 2013 booklet for all to review.  She gave a brief overview of the booklet to the committee.

The Director distributed a rough draft schedule of a proposed 2013/2014 after school programs schedule.  The Director explained the school administration approached the Park and Recreation Director to offer programs next year. She researched the request and submitted the proposed schedule.  During open discussion it was determined:

· Programs would be offered Tuesdays and Fridays

· At least 6 participates required

· 4 staff members required

· Fee for each participate would be between $8-$12

The committee agreed to wait to hear back from the school administration and would require a written agreement with the school.

Chairman’s Report

The Chairman reviewed the park assessments for the recent month.

Chairman Williams presented the committee with an update for the Pelletier Park Renovation.  The options for building the shed were discussed. The town approved the funding for the project and Ed Meehan filed the 8-24 referral report to the Zoning Board on behalf of the Park and Recreation Commission.  Chairman Williams was hopeful that the Wetlands Commission would approve the application at the next meeting on March 4th.  The next step would be to present our application to the Zoning Appeals Board on March 18th and all committee members are encouraged to attend.
