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The Chester Water Pollution Control Authority held a Public Hearing on Tuesday, June 17, 2014, at the Chester Town Hall, 203 Middlesex Avenue, Chester, Connecticut.  

In attendance were Chairman Bert Armington and Sam Chorches.  Chairman Armington opened the public hearing at 7:00 PM.

Chairman Armington noted the purpose of this public hearing was to present and discuss the Fiscal Year 2014-2015 Operating and Capital Budget for WPCA.  The total proposed budget for 2014-2015 was $103,140.00 which was $165.00 more than last year.  The proposed sewer use charge (EDU rate) was $730.00 which was reduced by $20.00 from last year based on the fund balance.  It was thought reducing the EDU rate would be in the best interest of the Town and it was the 5th year in a row that it was reduced.  

Chairman Armington noted the beginning balance on June 30, 2013 was $63,624 with a projected balance on June 30, 2014 of $75,386.00.  He reviewed projected revenue in the amount of $95,630 and anticipated expenses of $103,140.  The projected fund balance on June 30, 2015 was $67,876 with an amount used from the fund balance of $7,510.

There was no one in the audience and therefore no public comment.

The public hearing closed at 7:14 PM.
