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Call to Order

New Business

· Review and approval of 2013/2014 WPCA Budget of $102,975.00 and EDU rate of $750.00

Chairman Armington noted a Public Hearing for the Budget had been held on June 19, 2013, but there was no regular meeting on that date due to the lack of a quorum.  

Motion by Cressman, second by Chorches, to approve the 2013-2014 WPCA Budget of $102,975.00 and EDU rate of $750.00 as proposed.  Discussion followed.  Chairman Armington noted the EDU rate has gone down for the 3rd year in a row and the Budget is $4,875.00 less than the previous year.  The WPCA is working toward a fund balance that is within reasonable limits.  They have to maintain a fairly large fund balance because any equipment failure will be expensive to repair or replace.  Sam Chorches noted the $58,000 fund balance is that large because of experience with past repairs and anticipated repairs that need to be done in 2014.  Felise Cressman agreed with Mr. Chorches.  Chairman Armington noted they don't want to use the fund balance to reduce the EDU rate because there may be a short fall in future years if that is done.  There was no further discussion.  Voting in favor – Cressman, Chorches, Armington.  Opposed – none.  Motion Carried.
