I.

A.  Chester Hose Company: The Company is doing well.  They have just acquired a new stretcher for the ambulance which will make transferring and placing patients into the ambulance easier and help to prevent back sprains and injuries. OSHA and CIRMA now require employees report serious injuries, i.e. loss of limb or injury requiring hospitalization, be reported within eight hours. All other injuries should be reported within 24 hours.
John also mentioned that as part of the preparation for the upcoming bridge project downtown, a 6” pipe has been installed to facilitate fire control and runs from the Villager to the Old Chester Bank building.  The bridge project will begin January 2016 to May of 2016.
B.  Chester Elementary School:  No report.
C. Chester Public Library:  Pam Larson reported that things are going well at the library at this time.
D. Park and Recreation:  No report.
E. Police Services:  No report.
F. Public Works:  John Divis reported that OSHA made an unannounced visit in October.  We ended up pretty well; there were little to none citations, there were some suggested remedial actions, but all in all the Meeting House, Town Hall, Library and Town Garage were in good shape. The inspector was complimentary of the condition of the Town Garage – neat and clean. The MSDS sheets were good.  Once we get the official report, we will start the GHS system that requires all chemicals be labelled with globally recognized symbols where anyone from around the world can recognize the product.  The Town Garage lights have been upgraded. The Meeting House exit signs behind the stage will be checked for safety with the Fire Marshal. All the air filters have been changed in November.
G. Town Hall:  Public Works repaired the sidewalk at the entrance where it was a trip hazard. The vapor barriers have been nearly completed on the second floor and insulation will be blown in when that is completed.
