1.   Audience of citizens.    none

2. Presentation by ESCO of LED Streetlight proposal

a. Next step is to apply to Eversource for the “Acquisition Report.”  ESCO will send to Pat Woomer a model letter to Eversource to obtain this report.

b. Eversource is likely to provide an LED option in several years. 

c. Chester should consider tax revenue loss as a consequence of purchase.

d. Next step would be for the town to sign a leter of intent to proceed, as well as a copy of the presentation.

e. No advantage to proceeding regionally

3. Jim Racca

a. Energy audit = Level 1 walkthrough by a third party auditor

b. There are incentives available for almost any energy-reducing measure which uses electricity; oil heat does not qualify. 

c. CES could be evaluated under the SBEA program.  A list of contractors to do the work  would be provided.

d.  Cheshire and E. Hartford are choosing LED streetlight providers other than ESCO or TANKO.  

4. Nealon Insulation

a. Dave explained details of the Nealon proposal to improve insulation at the Town Hall.

b. Jim Racca explained that some financial assistance is available through the energy fund, but is limitied because electricity is only used in powering the HVAC for cooling.  Rick is to send him the area (sq. ft.) to be modified as well as the account number for the electrical meters at Town Hall.
