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REGULAR MEETING
Monday, August 20, 2012
Chester Meeting House

CALL TO ORDER
Mark Borton, Chairman, called the meeting to order at 7:35 p.m.  In attendance included:  Mark Borton, John DeLaura, Lisa Tollefson, Caryl Horner and Al Bisacky.

APPROVAL OF MINUTES
Caryl Horner made a motion to approve the minutes from the ZBA meeting dated 6/18/12.  John DeLaura seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

OLD BUSINESS
Continuation of hearing:  Timothy Morse, 7 Bailey Road, Chester
A letter, dated 6/29/12, was received from Mr. Morse requesting an extension.

As previously reported in the ZBA meeting minutes dated 6/18/12, Mr. Morse is attempting to repair a deteriorated front porch to comply with insurance and safety regulations.  As requested by ZBA members, Mr. Morse provided clarification and reported that the plan now calls for wood stairs being placed over the existing stairs and a 4x14 raised deck.  The hardship reported is that the deck has deteriorated and needs repair for safety purposes.  Mr. Morse does not intend to expand the non-conformity.  The existing non-conformity was prior to- zoning regulations.  The Land Use Department will review plans.

Mr. DeLaura made a motion to close the Public Hearing meeting at 7:45 p.m.  Lisa Tollefson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

ZBA members discussed the variance and commended Mr. Morse for addressing their prior concerns.

John DeLaura made a motion to approve the application by Mr. Timothy Morse, 7 Bailey Road, Chester for a variance as submitted 8/20/12 based on the hardship that the current stairs are not compliant with the safety code.  The porch shall not exceed the planter or be closer than 27 ft of the property line to the east and shall not exceed the line of the existing house and shall not exceed the existing stone planter, no closer than 37 ft from the west line.  Al Bisacky seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.

OTHER BUSINESS
John DeLaura commended Mark Borton for developing the documents and procedures for ZBA.

ADJOURNMENT
John DeLaura made a motion to adjourn the meeting at 7:54 p.m. Lisa Tollefson seconded the motion.  The motion passed unanimously.
