Prior Meeting Minutes

On a motion duly made by Ibby Williams and seconded by James ready it was unanimously voted to accept the minutes of the meeting on Wednesday, September 10, 2014
Director’s Report

The Director discussed who would be available to take future meeting minutes.  The Director proposed asking some high school students that are currently employees.

The Director discussed potential budget items:  the need for repair of fences at Chester Elementary School ball field, sink holes developing in the field at North Quarter Park, and repairs needed on the deck at Chester Creek Overlook.  In addition, the boardwalk at Cedar Lake needs some repair.
Chairman’s Report
The Chairman discussed results of survey “Calling all Grown Ups.”  The survey was sent by email to residents and posted on the P&R Facebook page.  There were 93 respondents.  
Field Day: Dave Williams reported that there was low interest from other area towns, including Essex, Killingworth and Deep River.  He would need a larger way to promote a successful field day.  

NYC Trip: Since the planned bus trip was cancelled due to low ticket sales, James Ready will look into the availability and cost of smaller buses for possible future trips.

Dance:  February 7th, 2015 is a targeted date for a dance with some instruction available.  A live band has also been identified.  It was determined that the Meeting House is not available for this type of activity.  There was discussion of using the Chester Firehouse as a place to hold the dance and making it a fundraiser for the Chester Hose Company.  The Director will contact the fire chief to find out if this is feasible.  

Yoga classes are popular and have been well attended

There was discussion about “piggybacking” another event (possibly a field day) after the 4 on the 4th annual road race and its activities at one of the parks – Cedar Lake or North Quarter Park.

Other possible activities for adults were discussed including; hiking groups, volleyball, quilting.
